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1:  Pray for receptive minds, and a desire among your staff and parents to restore the “missing 

curriculum” [the art of God-centered work] to your Christian school or homeschool co-op. 

 

2:  Have all your staff and parents read The Missing Curriculum article. For a free copy that you 

may print and distribute as desired, or send electronically, or link to your school website, go to 

http://www.biblicalworldview.com/The%20Missing%20Curriculum%20Article.pdf.

4:  Have your teachers and administrators read and discuss God’s Pleasure At Work and The 

Difference One Life Can Make (books and DVDs by Dr. Overman) as part of regular staff-

meetings, to keep the “God-centered work” discussion going for at least one full school year.  

  

5:  Have your teachers determine which chapters of God’s Pleasure At Work and The Difference 

One Life Can Make will be used for short units of study in already existing courses.
